To vote by proxy, please complete and sign the enclosed Proxy Form and return it in accordance with the
instructions set out in the Proxy Form.

In accordance with section 249L of the Corporations Act, shareholders are advised that:

e each shareholder has a right to appoint a proxy;

e the proxy need not be a shareholder of the Company; and

e ashareholder who is entitled to cast two or more votes may appoint two proxies and may specify
the proportion or number of votes each proxy is appointed to exercise. If the shareholder appoints
two proxies and the appointment does not specify the proportion or number of the shareholder’s
votes, then in accordance with section 249X(3) of the Corporations Act, each proxy may exercise one-
half of the votes.

Proxy Forms must be received by 2.00pm (WST) on Tuesday, 24 November 2020.

How to Vote on Items of Business

All your securities will be voted in accordance with your directions.

APPOINTMENT OF PROXY

Voting 100% of your holding: Direct your proxy how to vote by marking one of the boxes
opposite each item of business. If you do not mark a box your proxy may vote or abstain as
they choose (to the extent permitted by law). If you mark more than one box on an item your
vote will be invalid on that item.

Voting a portion of your holding: Indicate a portion of your voting rights by inserting the
percentage or number of securities you wish to vote in the For, Against or Abstain box or
boxes. The sum of the votes cast must not exceed your voting entitlement or 100%.

Appointing a second proxy: You are entitled to appoint up to two proxies to attend the
meeting and vote on a poll. If you appoint two proxies you must specify the percentage of
votes or number of securities for each proxy, otherwise each proxy may exercise half of the
votes. When appointing a second proxy write both names and the percentage of votes or
number of securities for each in Step 1 overleaf.

A proxy need not be a securityholder of the Company.
